It is unbelievable how quickly the school year has gone
by. Preparations for the upcoming CRCT, maintaining
passing grades in all classes, minimizing absences and
behavior issues are a major emphasis during the entire
school year but even more critical at this point. Information
regarding promotion and retention procedures, extra
curricular/sports eligibility, CRCT Year-end Focus and
summer school is included in this newsletter.

Please be aware of the following requirements for
promotion to the next grade:

No eighth grade student shall be promoted to the ninth
grade if the student does not achieve grade level on the
Criterion-Referenced Competency Test in reading and the
Criterion-Referenced Competency Test in mathematics
and meet promotion standards and criteria established by
the local board of education for the school that the student
attends.

The school principal or designee may retain a student
who performs satisfactorily on the CRCT but who does not
meet promotion standards and criteria established by the
local board of education.

The student must pass five of the six following
subjects: literature, language arts, math, science, social
studies, and connections classes. The final grades in the
connections subjects will be averaged to obtain a final
grade for the connections sequence.

Any student who fails two classes will be retained but
may be permitted to attend summer school or opportunity
program, if offered, for possible placement in the next
grade. Placement as a result of successful completion of
the summer opportunity will not meet eligibility
requirements for participation in extra-curricular/sports
activities.

As noted above, 8th grade students must pass both the
reading and math sections of the CRCT in order to earn
promotion to the 9th grade. For 8th grade students who do
not pass the April administration of the reading and/or
math sections of the CRCT, remediation will be provided
prior to the opportunity to retest. This year, CRCT
Remediation will not be offered during the summer as in
previous years. Instead, we will use the last month of the
8th grade year as a Year-End Focus to provide
remediation for those students who may need assistance
passing the reading and/or math CRCT and to provide
enrichment to prepare for high school for those students
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who do not need remediation. Students needing to
retake the reading and/or math CRCT will retest the last
week of school during the school day. Beginning May 4,
all 8th grade classes will be restructured to focus on
math and reading remediation and enrichment.

For 6th, 7th, and 8th grade students who do not pass
five of their six subjects for the year, a regular Summer
School Program will be offered June 5-30. The cost of
Summer School is $200.00 per student, and parents
must provide transportation to and from Summer
School. If your child failed one or more subjects for the
first semester, then your child may be in danger of
failing for the year and may have to attend Summer
School in order to earn placement to the next grade.

Important Testing Information for Parents
The Criterion-Referenced Competency Test (CRCT) bl
administered to all Arnall students on April 20-2d4m 8:30
until 11:00 each day. This is a very important tiest our
students. Eighth grade students must pass théngeadd
math sections of this test in order to be promdteahinth
grade.
Please use the following guidelines to help oudetts to be
as successful as possible on these tests.
1. Have your child present and on time each day.
Students do much better when they are tested & tlass
rather than being tested apart from their peers. In
addition, students who are absent are pulled froad@mic
classes to make up the test, which means theyeajgndb in
those classestudents who are tardy will not be allowed
to disrupt the testing process.They will be sent to the
media center.
2. Please do not check out your child from school
during the testing period. Unless there is an emergency, we
will not disrupt an entire class of students, whee a
testing, to call your child to the office.
3. Please make orthodontist, dental, and other
appointments for some time other than the week of

testing.
4. Encourage your child to get a good night’'s sleeand
eat a nutritious breakfast each morning.

5. Make sure your child has 2-#2 wood pencils for
testing. No mechanical pencils.
